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Credit crunch impact

There has been a 100% increase in
people making enquiries due to unem-
ployment, up from 10 cases in the first
quarter of 2008 to 20 cases in the sec-
ond quarter.

In one week 4 requests for help were
received from former employees of
one firm. Since the beginning of the
year 21% of enquires have been re-
lated to employment or unemployment
and 9% of enquiries have been debt-
related, whilst 27% have been due to
ill-health, some of which is stress-
related. Even worry about the prospect
of increased costs of living or losing a
job can bring on anxiety, which may
lead to depression, which in turn can
affect work performance and personal
relationships, causing even greater
anxiety. o

Some people who become unem-
ployed will initially use savings as a
stop gap. But if they do not find alter-
native work they may resort
to loans or using credit
cards, which is rarely advis-
able in the longer term since
it compounds the financial
difficulty.

Although not a victim of the
credit crunch, one benefici-
bary in his thirties who was
absent from work without
pay following a serious accident, had
believed LionHeart only helped older
people. A chance telephone call to
LionHeart gave him hope and support.
He was assisted to claim State bene-
fits and stave off action arising from
mortgage arrears that had arisen dur-
ing his unpaid sickness absence. Fi-
nancial help lessened some of his wor-
ries at a difficult time when he was
unwell. He appreciated the ability to
talk on the telephone to a Welfare Ad-
visor when he was feeling at his low-
est. Several months on, his health and
circumstances have improved and he
is positive about the future.
