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The number of people seeking help
through the LionHeart telephone
helpline - 0845 6039057 - rose from an
average of 30 a month to 47 in Octo-
ber. 45% of enquires were from mem-
bers facing redundancy and sole trad-
ers experiencing a downturn in the
economy. The numbers are expected
to increase next year.

LionHeart forecasts that the amount
committed to grants and loans by the
close of the year will be in the region
of £723,000, an increase of 15% on
the previous year. Budget provision of
£950,000 is being made for 2009.

Additional financial help has been
given during the year to beneficiaries,
most of whom are dependent upon
state benefits for their only source of
income, who have been hardest hit by
increases in the prices of food and
utilities.

The charity carries an average
caseload of around 600 beneficiaries,
not all of whom receive regular finan-
cial help. In addition it is estimated that
by the end of 2008 advice and infor-
mation will have been given to in ex-
cess of 350 people seeking advice and
information and offers of support will

have been made to around 400 be-
reaved relatives of members.

Some fundraising events have been
cancelled and others are expected to
produce lower returns in a recession
when there is a reduction in corporate
charity spend and hospitality, or simply
because firms do not want to be seen
participating in
many have needed to make some staff
redundant.

The value of any legacies received are
likely to be lower due to reduced prop-
erty and investment values. Whilst Li-
onHeart investment managers expect
Investment income to be at a slightly
higher level than in 2008 due to
changes in the investment strategy, it
could fall if likely corporate dividends
are reduced.

Nevertheless, trustees are committed
to helping when need arises and will, if
necessary, draw upon some reserves
to support members of the RICS and
their families at this difficult time.

Who can attend
the forums?

The forums are an opportunity for local
representatives and welfare staff to
meet. Potential volunteers are wel-
come to attend by prior notice, but it
would not be practical to issue an
open invitation to all RICS members.

Attendance by Regional RICS Chair-
men, or Directors or their representa-
tives, and matrics chairmen is also
greatly appreciated and enables net-
working on local issues that may im-
pact on LionHeart.

Forums have been well received and
valued by those who have attended
this year.

Why are attendances relatively
low?

It is disappointing that attendances
have been low in many areas. Venues
and times of meetings vary to take

Most volunteers have busy
lives and some cannot attend their
local forum due to other commit-
ments, but they are encouraged to
attend a forum in an adjoining area or
in London or Coventry.

We try to achieve a ratio of not more
than three beneficiaries to one volun-
teer. There are currently no unallo-
cated beneficiaries in some areas, but
we must be prepared for new cases
that could arise in any area, and suc-
cession for volunteers who may retire.
Any volunteer who has not been as-
signed a task recently may be called
upon as the number of requests for
help increase due to down-turn in the
economy.

There are a minority of areas where
we have too few or no volunteers. It is
advantageous where volunteers are
prepared to cover a wider area than

their immediate locality. Travelling ex-
penses can be claimed.

Must beneficiaries sign the ap-
plication for assistance form?

Most applications are completed in
draft by a volunteer during a home
visit. Some volunteers make a further
visit or send the form to the applicant
for signature. Others do not obtain a
signature.

By signing the form the applicant is
confirming that he/she is giving a true
statement of their financial and per-
sonal circumstances. There have been
very few occasions where applicants
have provided information that has
been found to be misleading or inaccu-
rate. The signed statement is not re-
quired by our auditors who are satis-
fied that we have systems in place to
verify the existence of an applicant
and that Aghost o
ing made.

Some volunteers show the applicant
the completed form to confirm that
they have correctly understood their
circumstances. Government agencies
who use telephone or online applica-
tion procedures send a copy of the
completed forms to the applicant for
vegfigatiof pffefall gnd signatyre; let
us have your views so that we can
standardise the LionHeart procedure.

Trustees show their appreciation

Charity registration

Trustees have been advised that Lion-
Heart is exempt from registration with
the Scottish Charity Regulator as a
charity in Scotland.

The existing registration as a charity in
England and Wales is sufficient be-
cause LionHeart does not have shop
or office premises in Scotland and is
controlled from England. It may, how-
ever, need to register as a charity in
Northern Ireland when the appropriate
provisions of the Charities (Northern
Ireland) Act 2008 are implemented,
probably in spring 2010.

Public Benefit Test
consultation response

Trustees have responded to the Char-
ity Commission consultation on draft
supplementary guidance on public
benefit and the prevention and relief of
poverty. Under the Charities Act 2006
a registered charity must meet one of
12 charitable purposes, of which the
prevention and relief of poverty is rele-
vant to the registration of LionHeart.

LionHeart and other occupational be-
nevolent funds have presented a
strong case that occupational charities
serve a sufficient
lico to be providi
are eligible to be registered as a char-
ity under the 2006 act. The outcome of
the consultation process is awaited.

Following the Board meeting in Sep-
tember Mike Greensmith, Chairman of
LionHeart presented Derek Sayer
(above left) the immediate past Chair-
man, with a fountain pen and en-
graved paperweight, as well as a sou-
venir alboum summarising his highlights
as Chairman between 2005 and 2008.

Certificates of appreciation were also
presented to retiring trustees, Alasdair
Fergusson (below right), Scotland has
been a trustee since 1990 and Tom
Thursfield (below left), West Midlands
since 1987. Fortunately their services
will not be lost as both will continue as
local representatives visiting benefici-
aries.

Routine CRB checks
no longer necessary

In December 2007 the Board agreed,
in accordance with legal advice at that
time, that all new and existing volun-
teer representatives and trustees
should be subject to Criminal Record
Bureau checks. The Government and
the Charity Commission have since
decided that volunteers should not be
routinely subject to a CRB check.

Taking character references and pro-
viding induction training, as is the
practice of LionHeart, is considered to
be a more effective form of protection
against abuse. LionHeart will now only
make a CRB check on volunteers who
have regularly close contact with chil-
dren or vulnerable adults.
