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Grants rise 15% as fund deficit looms

LionHeart is facing an increasing num-
ber of requests from people needing
help at a time when charitable income
from personal donations, fundraising
and investment are considerably re-
duced. The value of legacies, if any,
received in the year ahead are likely to

be less than in previous years since
these depend largely on stock market
and property values.

Trustees are committed to meeting
new needs and have agreed a grants
and loans budget of £882,000 for
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2009, compared with £734,000 in
grants and loans in 2008. The charity
is budgeting for a deficit of £591,000
in 2009, although this does not factor
in the effect of the post-Christmas in-
terest rate cuts. If the growth in bene-
ficiaries continues as expected, Lion-
Heart is forecasting a further deficit of
£830,000 in 2010.

Mike Greensmith, Chairman of Lion-
Heart, says Afl
