In addition to supporting people in
need through bereavement, ill health,
accident and disability, the separation
of families and difficulties in retirement,
LionHeart has been heavily involved in
supporting people in the recession.

In April 2009 requests for advice and
information were four times higher
than at the same time last year. The
number of new applications where fi-
nancial help was granted in the first
half of the year exceeded new cases
in the whole of 2008.

There has been a significant increase
in enquiries from people who have
been made redundant or who fear they
may be redundant. These include que-
ries about entitlement to State bene-
fits, advice on entitlement to redun-
dancy payments and the criteria for
selection for redundancy by employ-
ees. Many others also face debt prob-
lems due to the recession.

Some enquiries have come from peo-
ple with substantial mortgages and
many face negative equity. Unlike dur-
ing the recession of the 90s, where
people could
many cannot sell their properties.
There have, in some cases, been diffi-
culties in claiming State benefits where
they may have a

an asset, though it may not be gener-
ating income.

Although some people have taken the
opportunity of redundancy to start up
in a self-employed business with vary-
ing degrees of success, some previ-
ously successful sole practitioners

have found work
they have no income, although in
some cases they continue to incur
fixed business costs.

LionHeart is providing help where pos-
sible, but inevitably some people face
some difficulties or even bankruptcy.

LionHeart is continuously reviewing
the level of financial help it can pro-
vide, and has agreed a deficit budget
for 2009, and possibly 2010, to provide
additional financial help.

Where couples are both working and
one is made redundant, it is likely that
the remaining income will be too high
for the unemployed partner to claim
help with housing costs, which is the
most significant expenditure in many
household budgets. People are being
advised to speak with their lender to
see if reduced payments can be ar-
ranged under the government scheme.
