London Chairman’s Challenge 2008-09 

Fiona Small started her challenge to 
cycle 330 miles from London to Paris 
by registering for the event with Dis-
cover Adventure in January 2009 and 
then buying a bicycle for the task 
ahead! Participation was part of her 
Chairman‟s Challenge during her term 
as RICS matrics London Chairman 
from 2008-09. Alison Hunter, from 
Langley Taylor also took part in the 
Challenge. Fiona says: 
 
“The organisers’ training schedule for 
beginners showed a 20-21 week train-
ing programme. A registration fee was 
paid in order to receive this, so I was 
not entirely sure what was involved in 
order to accomplish the challenge! 
Nevertheless I embarked on the train-
ing programme starting with just 20-30 
minutes 2-3 times a week, then even-
tually increased to 5 times a week, 
evenings Monday, Wednesday and 
Friday as well as both days at the 
weekend. I didn’t know how it would fit 
in with my work schedule, but none-
theless carried on. The last couple of 
full weeks before my challenge the 
mileage was up to 255 miles a week 
with 75 miles each day at the weekend 
and 20-30 miles each of the weekday 
evenings. Averaging 10-12 miles an 
hour this would take up most of my 
weekend, but I was glad of the lighter 
evenings to train in the week. 
 
The expected arrival time of 4pm on 
the first day was daunting considering 
the expected departure time from 
Blackheath was 7am. So 9 hours to 
cycle 87 miles and have water/food 
breaks, etc. The organisers also said 
that it was imperative we got there for 
4pm, otherwise if they thought we 
were behind they would pick us up in 

their van and take us there. I was de-
termined not to let that happen, as I 
wanted to get to Paris under my own 
steam. I’m happy to report that it took 
me 7 hours and 29 minutes in the sad-
dle, with an hour for lunch. We left at 
7.15am and I arrived at the rendez-
vous point at 4.11pm. I was thankful 
for good weather and good signage by 
the tour operators, Discover Adven-
ture. 
 
For the rest of the challenge we were 
fortunate to have hot sunny weather, 
with the only bit of rain in the last 15 
miles just before we reached Paris. I 
was lucky not to have any punctures 
with my Armadillo Nimbus tyres! At our 
rendezvous point in Paris at Parc Mon-
ceau we all gathered and donned our 
tour t-shirts (yellow ones). We then 
grouped together for the last 4 miles to 
the Eiffel Tower. 
 
As a person who hasn’t been to 
France, let alone Paris this was an 
exciting time for me and a thoroughly 
enjoyable experience. The traffic and 
pedestrian flow in Paris was so busy, 
and tackling the Arc de Triomphe, 
Champs Elysee, Place de la Concorde 
and then the roundabout behind the 
Eiffel Tower were experiences in 
themselves!! I’ve never witnessed so 
many pedestrian crossings. It was 
quite scary, but exciting knowing I was 
near the final point of my journey and 
challenge. 
 
All in all I am happy to have set this 
challenge and for 2 worthy causes 
which have benefitted from my exer-
cise regime to journey to Paris by bicy-
cle. When all monies have been col-
lected I expect to have collected over 

£3,000 for LionHeart and Macmillan 
Cancer Care Support. I have fond 
memories of the journey and once 
again thank you for your moral support 
and financial contribution to the 
causes chosen.”
