First Title: 80s champions at London quiz  

Timothy Keeling FRICS (based in Ge-
neva, Switzerland and formerly from 
Prestbury, England) and Gavin Floyd 
FRICS (based in Chester, England), 
recently completed a 195km (120 
miles) sponsored bike tour of Lake 
Geneva to raise much-needed funds 
for LionHeart. They have already 
raised almost £2,000 towards their 
target of £2,500. 
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Over 550 people took part in the 17th 
LionHeart London Property Quiz which 
was held again at Marriott Grosvenor 
House London in September. The 
event raised over £21,000 for Lion-
Heart, the charity for RICS members 
and their families.  The London Prop-
erty Quiz started in 1993, since when it 
has raised a total of over £938,000 
(inc £21K in 09) for LionHeart so far.  

Duncan Moir (Allsop) oversaw the pro-
ceedings again this year, with First 
Title Insurance scooping the winnersô 
prize with 94 points out of a possible 
110 points. In second place were 
Heath Lambert with 88 points and 
RPC in third place with 86 points.   

£6,885 was raised in the reverse bingo 
- prizes included £1,000 cash, a de-
mon drivers experience, a power boat-
ing trip for two from Southampton, a 
pair of Club Wembley tickets to an in-
ternational friendly in 2010, a night for 
two at a top London hotel and £200 
Selfridges vouchers.  The winner of 
the first prize was Sean Charlton. 

The sax off competition round was a 
great opportunity for participants to let 
their hair down. Each team allocated a 
saxophonist and many stormed the 
stage to perform in true 80s style!

News from the Boardroom 

Governance 
 
Trustees met in September when one 
of the major items considered was a 
draft revision of the Articles. Certain 
changes are required under new com-
pany law and the opportunity is being 
taken to update other aspects of the 
governing document. 
 
Further consideration is being given to 
draft proposals which include a 
change to the term of office of trus-
tees, and the method of their election, 
and to dispense with the status of 
guarantor members of the company.  
Any proposals will be the subject of an 
EGM and members eligible to vote will 
be notified of the proposals. 
 
Legacy administration 
 
LionHeart has joined the Institute of 
Legacy Management which will help 
inform our knowledge about some of 
the more complex legacy matters, in-
cluding ensuring that the charity re-
ceives the full entitlement of an estate;  
to be aware of tax implications; exam-
ining estate accounts; challenging the 
solicitors if there are unreasonable 
delays in settling the estate or the 
charity is unhappy with the perform-
ance of the executors. 
 
Legacy income is increasingly impor-
tant to LionHeart and the charity will 

continue to encourage members to 
show their support for the charity in 
this way.  
 
Membership of the audit committee  
 
Trustees considered proposals for a 
revised membership of the Audit Com-
mittee to achieve greater transparency 
and independence in accordance with 
best practice.  
 
Telephone marketing results  
 
Trustees received a report on the out-
come of a telephone marketing project  
carried out during the working day to 
1,000 RICS members who had made 
a donation to LionHeart, but who had 
not responded to a previous request 
by letter or email to make a Gift Aid 
declaration that would enable the char-
ity to reclaim tax paid on their dona-
tions. 
 
Many members were ignorant of the 
gift aid scheme and confused making 
a declaration with making a donation.  
Almost 20% had left the firm which 
indicated data is only reliable if mem-
bers update their details when there is 
a change.   
 
However, 42 declarations were ob-
tained, enabling LionHeart to reclaim 
tax paid on past years and future do-
nations.
