The event was attended by a number of returning teams,
and was won by multiple race-winners Rickard Keen
Chartered Accountants from Southend-on-Sea. After 2
hours of racing, the first four teams across the line were
all on the same lap, and separated by only 50 seconds.

Many thanks to all at Motorsport World (especially the
Marshalls and of course the caterers), all of the teams

who continue to support these events and to those at-
tending the event for the first time — hopefully your experi-
ence of the event will lead to many more races over the
coming years. With your support, the event raised £316
for LionHeart.”

Changes to the Articles of the RICS Benevolent Fund
Limited have been agreed in principal by Trustees, sub-
ject to acceptance by the Charity Commission and adop-
tion by members of the company at an EGM which will be
held in September.
