A difficult year for LionHeart
LionHeart, the benevolent fund for members of the RICS and their families, experienced a difficult year in 2002
and the situation looks set to deteriorate in the year ahead unless RICS members give greater support to the
charity.

Grants in excess of £500,000 and loans totalling £38,000 were made, but following the
demise of the RICS branch structure, income from local fundraising fell by £42,000 and
has virtually ceased except for a handful of major events. Income from investments fell
by £64,000 due to market fluctuations and low interest rates.  The RICS collected
£186,000 donations with members 2003 subscriptions before 31 December, giving
LionHeart a net surplus of £63,000 at the year end, but this masks an underlying deficit
of £123,000.  LionHeart has experienced a deficit of income over ordinary expenditure in
9 of the last 21 years.

A revised cash flow projection indicates that receipts from major legacies that would
normally have been invested to derive income will be spent on monetary grants and
advisory services, and even this may not be sufficient to prevent LionHeart having to sell
investments to fund its activities.

Bryan Pickering, Chairman of the LionHeart Board of Trustees said:

�All help is �needs led� rather than being constrained by a predetermined budget,
and trustees are anxious to re-build support within the local associations, regions and faculties to ensure help can be
given to all those in need in the future. I call upon all members to contribute to LionHeart in whatever way they can �
by organising and supporting fundraising activities, making individual donations, and particularly by making a Gift
Aid declaration.  If everyone who is a UK tax-payer made a Gift Aid declaration LionHeart could reclaim a massive
£90,000 tax paid on their donations at no cost to donors. It would be tragic if we lost out on this money at a time of
great need simply because people who were generous enough to make a donation could not be motivated to make
their donation tax efficient.�

The demise of the RICS branch structure which was a
source of fundraising, recruitment of  volunteers and
identifying people in need, has had an adverse affect
on support for LionHeart, but we cannot continue to
mourn the passing of the Branch Committees. The
future stability of LionHeart is dependant upon
encouraging support from members locally, and
particularly from younger people.
